This presentation will introduce EAP counselors to the personality adaptation theory developed by Paul Ware, MD and expanded by Vann Joines, Ph.D., that identifies six personality styles.  Peter will explain how to distinguish between Personality Disorders as identified in the DSM-IV and personality adaptations as a style of adapting to the environment.  He will also explore the different characteristics of each of the personality adaptations and how to recognize the key therapeutic issues for each one.  Knowing individuals’ adaptive style enables EAP counselors to easily establish rapport, target interventions to the area most likely to produce change and avoid becoming trapped in the client’s defenses.  

Peter Nagel has worked in a variety of clinical settings since 1981 including EAP, community mental health, intensive outpatient, and hospital inpatient and outpatient programs.  He has worked with patients diagnosed with chemical dependency, mood disorders and personality disorders.  He has actively participated in supervision and training with Vann Joines, Ph.D. since 1991 after earning his M.Ed. in counselor education.
